history
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The Motooka and Kuwabara settlement sites were excavated and studied
when Kyushu University relocated to its Ito Campus. During the excavation,
seven keyhole-shaped tumuli, more than 70 groups of small tumuli, the
remains of about 50 iron furnaces, and wooden letters marked with the
oldest Japanese era name “7aiho Gannen’ [the first year of the Taiho era]
were discovered along with other ancient treasures.

The Kdinmeitachi is a straight, iron sword with characters inscribed in gold
inlay. It was excavated from one of the burial mounds in the Motooka
Tumuli, which date back to the late Kofun Period (around 6t century CE).
The inscription on the sword describes a certain year of the calendar used
at the time and is equivalent to the year 570 CE. This may be the earliest
example of the use of a calendar in Japan. In July 2019, the sword was
designated as a National Important Cultural Property by the Japanese
government. A replica is on permanent display at Kyushu University's Ito
Campus, in the Ishigahara Tumuli Site Observation Room on the 9t floor of
the East Zone No.1 Building. Why not take a look?
