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Information on School districts and Community Centers near Kyushu University
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Each elementary school in Fukuoka City has its own school district. In Nishi Ward, there are 25 school
districts.

Furthermore, each school district has its own community center (also known as public halls). These
centers act as hubs for lifelong learning and community activities. Anyone in the community can use the
services at the center, and you can also apply to use the auditorium, study rooms and other facilities.
Seminars and classes are held at community centers for a wide range of age groups, from children to
seniors. Students of Kyushu University attend some of these events.

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BXDE%ZEN Introducing the treasures of Nishi Ward
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Treasures of history Komyoji Temple (Kota Kannondo)
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Address: 2973 Kota, Nishi-ku, Fukuoka City :
Komyoji Temple was founded in 728 by the Zen master Hoin at the commission of Emperor Shomu to build a
temple to pray for the peace and protection of the country. At the time of its construction, the temple featured a
kitoden prayer hall and bell tower in its precincts as well as the seven standard buildings that constituted a
Buddhist temple. At the foot of the mountain where the temple stood was a huge gate.

The object of worship at the temple is the Kota Kannon, (a thousand-armed Kannon Bodhisattva statue). This
2.5-meter-high standing statue is believed to be the work of Seiga Shonin. Its main parts are made from a
single piece of wood, a technique called ipponzukuri. Along with the Raizan Kannon at the Raizan Sennyoji
Daihioin Temple in Itoshima City, and the Aburayama Kannon at Shokakuji Temple in Jonan Ward, Fukuoka
City, it is said to be one of the three major Kannon statues in Fukuoka Prefecture. Flanking either side of the
statue, there are smaller statues of the Jlichimen Kannon and Roppi Kannon.

At the monthly Kannonkd event, the hall and the approach to the temple are cleaned by monks from Fukujuji
Temple and other volunteers.

The statues at Komyoji Temple were designated as Fukuoka Prefectural tangible cultural properties in March
2023.
