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Shiro-uo Fishing Project
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Shiro-uo Fishing on the Muromi River

Location: Atago, Nishi Ward (near Chikuhi Bridge)

Shiro-uo, or ice goby in English, belong to the goby
family. These small, transparent fish measure about 5
cm in length. Around late February, they swim from
Hakata Bay into the lower reaches of the Muromi River
to lay eggs. To catch them, traditional fish fence traps
called yana are set up in the river, allowing the current
to carry the fish into the traps. This unique fishing
method has long been practiced since the Edo period
(1603-1868), and the sight of yanain the river has
become a harbinger of early spring.

In recent years, however, several factors have led to
a significant decline in the shiro-uo catch. These
include river refurbishment, changes in water quality,
and the fact that stones, essential for spawning, have
been buried under sand. For this reason, shiro-uo
fishing has been suspended for the past two years, but
this year, for the first time in three years, it will resume.

Project of “Muromi River Shiro-uo
spawning ground creation”

Activity location:Near Muromi River mouth

Due to the decrease in the catch of shiro-uo
in the Muromi River we carry out a project to improve
the environment of shiro-uo spawning grounds in
cooperation with Kyushu Sangyo University faculty,
students, the local community, and the local
government every February. In this project,
participants go into the river, use hoes and shovels to
dig up stones that are buried in the sand of the
riverbed and serve as spawning sites for shiro-uo fish,
and manually restore the spawning environment.

Through this activity, we have the opportunity to
think about the importance of rivers (nature) and
environmental restoration.
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
