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Overview of Fukuoka City

Fukuoka City was municipalized in April 1889 and became an ordinance-designated city with five wards in April 1972. The city
assumed its current seven-ward structure in May 1982 when the former Nishi Ward was divided into three. The seven wards
are Higashi Ward, Hakata Ward, Chuo Ward, Minami Ward, Jonan Ward, Sawara Ward and Nishi Ward.

The city has developed as the center of the Kyushu region, nurtured by its history of exchanges with the Asian continent since
ancient times. Fukuoka City still values its close historical and geographical connections with the Asian region. Fukuoka has its
sights set on becoming Asia's leading city, where people, the environment and urban vitality can flourish in harmony,
developing into a city for the new era.
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Brief History of the Fukuoka City Fire Prevention Bureau

Firefighting in Fukuoka City marked its first major step in 1873 with the creation of two public fire brigades: the first team with
33 members in the Fukuoka area and the second with 122 in the Hakata area. Several reorganizations and transitions later,
the Fire and Disaster Management Organization Act was introduced in March 1948 and the Fukuoka City Fire Prevention
Headquarters and Fukuoka City Fire Stations became independent from the management of the police organization. They
consolidated the personnel and facilities of the former public fire teams, and in January 1950, the Headquarters was renamed
to the Fukuoka City Fire Prevention Bureau. Currently, there is one fire station in each of the seven wards.
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Emblem

The Fire Prevention Bureau (F.P.B.) operates to promptly save the lives of each and every Fukuoka City resident, whether
it be from fires or other disasters. The emblem also represents the F.P.B.'s mission to prevent these disasters before they
happen.

The design of this emblem symbolizes our noble and dignified firefighting spirit.

It features motifs of eyes "watching over the safety of residents" and the sunrise, which represents the dazzling future
of the fire service.

The eyes represent our disaster surveillance cameras installed in Fukuoka Tower. The image of an owl keeping an eye out
and listening out to protect the forest symbolizes our efforts to keep watch over the residents to protect them from
disasters.

The sunrise in the emblem symbolizes the passionate commitment of the firefighters who confront disasters without
regard for the danger to themselves in order to meet the high expectations of Fukuoka City residents. The sunrise also
symbolizes the bright future of the fire service.

These two motifs represent the pride of the Fukuoka City Fire Prevention Bureau staff, who work day and night to ensure
the safety of Fukuoka City residents from all kinds of disasters.
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Organization
The Fukuoka City Fire Prevention Bureau has approximately 1,100 employees to protect
the lives, physical being and property of 1.6 million Fukuoka City residents from fire and
other disasters.

The Volunteer Fire Corps is an organization made up of volunteer residents who engage
in disaster safety activities, driven by their love for their communities and spirit of
service.

The Volunteer Fire Corps comprises 7 corps with 63 divisions. The volunteers have their
own main jobs, but make an invaluable contribution to the safeguarding of their local
communities by playing a key role in community-based disaster management, including
rescue efforts, mitigation planning for large-scale wind and flood disasters, fire
protection patrols and first-aid education.
