After graduating from the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences of Fukuoka University, 
she was engaged in research into the Fukuoka Method for many years as a specialist 
in the science of microorganisms in landfills, monitoring and composting, while 
building a wealth of experience in promoting technical transfer of the Fukuoka 
Method in developing countries. In 2011, she began to serve Fukuoka University’s 
Faculty of Engineering as a professor for 25 years until 2026 when she was granted 
the emeritus status and also became president of the NPO Solid Waste 
Management Advisors’ Network-Fukuoka (SWAN-Fukuoka). Her activities in this 
capacity range widely, including membership of various environmental affairs 
committees and councils hosted by regional governments. Received the Minister of 
the Environment Award in 2021 in recognition of her contribution to waste and 
septic tank research and development. Doctor of pharmacology.
