The Second Cruise Seminar for
Teachers Was Held

On the other hand, some teachers said, ‘We make a draft plan of school events around
autumn of the previous year and announce a one-year schedule in April when our school year
starts. A school excursion is conducted in the second year and we have to inform a destination,
an itinerary and a travel cost on the day we hold an entrance ceremony. We could use a cruise
ship if a ship itinerary were finalized several years before the cruising just like liner ferries. It
would be difficult to include cruising in our school events if its itinerary is not finalized one year
before.’
