Engraved is a tragic poem 1

composed by writer Dan Kazuo,

about his late wife Ritsuko:

"The leaves of the wax tree

misery and grief.”It was composed while he gazed
upon the Chikugo plains from the hill at the back of
Zenkoji Temple in Miyama City, thinking of his wife.

E.» £ i t Shika-gaki was a stone wall
designed to dlscourags deer from wrecking agricultural
fields in the area, and spanned over 2 kilometers in
length. A portion of the wall remains standing today.
